* The example Jesus left us (from verse 21) is the example of
suffering, and the suffering of a perfectly innocent man
(2 Cor. 5:21; Heb. 4:15).

* To be without sin is a really big deal! It is the example we
shoot for and the reality that we live in (Matt. 5:48; 19:21;
1 Pet. 1:15-16; Phil. 3:12; Col. 1:22; Heb. 10:1-3; 10:14; 1 John 5:18).

* The example of Jesus is suffering unjustly but not
responding in kind and trusting in the perfect and timely
justice of God (Deut. 32:35; Rom. 12:19; Heb. 10:30).
