I. GLORIFY YOUR SON (vss. 1-5)
* The heart of Christian worship is to glorify the Father by
glorifying the Son (vs. 1; John 13:31-32).
* Jesus has authority over all humans, yet salvation comes to
those whom God has given him (vs. 2, 9-10; John 6:37).
* Eternal life is knowing God through Jesus. Satan’s goal is to
keep this knowledge from us, yet God desires to show him to
us (vs. 3; John 6:28-29; 2 Cor. 4:3-6).
* Jesus seeks to be glorified. It does us no good to serve a God
who demonstrates false humility. Glorifying God in Christ is
the best solution for our lives (Matt. 6:31-34).
